It is recommended that each State appoint one person to be responsible for sending results of 
games to Chris for inclusion in the World Rankings.  

Eligible Events  

In events with block play there may be blocks for higher handicapped players. It is not 
required to submit all blocks from an event and as a general rule only those blocks with 
players on handicaps of approximately 10 or less should be submitted. 

All events that meet the following criteria must be submitted for inclusion in the World Rankings: 
1. The event is sanctioned by the Australian Croquet Association or State Croquet Association  
2. The games are played under advanced conditions (handicap games are excluded)   
3. The games are designated to be of at least 2 hours 15 minutes in duration  
4. The games are played on a standard court (half-courts are not acceptable)  
5. The players in the event (or block) must include:  

a. at least 1 player in the top 200 in the world, or  
b. at least 2 players in the top 400 in the world, or  
c. the majority of players must have a current world ranking.  

 
Information to be sent 

It is a requirement that all games in an eligible event (or block) are submitted for inclusion in 
the World Rankings. The games are to be supplied in the order in which they were played.
